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LINKING DAY AT EASTER CAMP

INTRODUCTION

Aim:

For linking Cubs to meet and get to know the Patrol Leaders (and Scout Leaders) of their Group and to introduce them to the fun of the Scout Section before they go up to Scouts.
Eligibility:

Cubs - aged 10 years and over. Cubs aged younger than this should go to Cubout in November or in a following year.
Organisation: 
The day will be run using a separate area for sessions with the District’s Linking Cubs.  However, the Cubs will eat with their Scout Section Patrol. Thus for every Cub attending there must be a corresponding Scout Patrol.
Each Group sending Cubs is to provide a Scout Patrol Leader and a Scout Assistant Patrol Leader for every 1or 2 Cubs to enable the patrol to feed the Cubs without overburdening the Scouts at a competition camp and to encourage bonding across both sections from the Group.

Each Group sending Cubs is to provide a Scout Leader and a Cub Scout Leader on-site at all times. The Cubs are to be supervised by the Cub leaders. This assists with the management of sessions, provision of meals and knowledge of the Group’s youth members. Also, this encourages the sharing of knowledge across the Sections.
